'Thailand’s export value by 2.3 billion baht.

25 February 2015, Intellectual Property Watch - 'The issue of plain packaging for tobacco
products as a health measure has been smouldering at the World Trade Organization since

Australia decided to implement legislation requiring plain packaging in 2012. Now, as more
countries seek to enact similar legal provisions, some tobacco producing countries continue to
try to stub them out, including at the WTO intellectual property committee.

26 February 2015, Manager - The new draft of the Tobacco Act was put on hold as Secre-
tariat of the Cabinet require the Ministry of Public Health to review the draft and consult
sectors involved with the issue, particularly the agricultural and private sector. The Nation-
al legislative Assembly revealed that the review is needed as 7 tobacco associations have
submitted complaints on the issue, while the Public Health Minister prepares to consult
the National Tobacco Committee about the way forward.
