19 April 2015, FTA Watch - Kannikar Kijtiwatchakul, FTA Watch coordinator, revealed 18
organizations consisting of networks of scholars, patients, consumers, the people and NGOs
for wellbeing, had together issued an open letter to the Prime Minister, General Prayut
Chan-o-cha. The letter requested for the Ministry of Foreign Affairs to clarify its view and
standpoint on the issue of investment protection which affects public policy making. This
was done in response to the fear that public policy may prompt foreign investors to sue
Thailand. The fear was expressed by government bodies and shown through the actions
undertaken to thwart several public policies and laws such as the amendment of Drug Act
1967, the cabinet resolution on asbestos in 2011 and the new Tobacco Act.
