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What is TPP? 
• TPP is a trade agreement between 11 countries 

namely Australia, Brunei, Canada, Chile, Japan, 
Malaysia, Mexico, New Zealand, Peru, Singapore and 
Vietnam.  

• The agreement, originally signed on 4 February 2016, 
is being renegotiated after the US withdrew on 23rd 
January 2017.  The eleven remaining members 
reached a partial agreement on 11th November 2017.
